The 2008 season has got off to an exciting start.

At the Academy level the 4v4 and World Cup 6v6 kicked off the season with excellent attendance and participation of players and coaches.  A special thank you goes to Kevin Marshall and Jim Dobbs for coordinating these events and the cook out.

Aly Joslin was officially welcomed to the Academy program at the world cup event and warmly received by all parents in attendance.

The training and set technical sessions have been finalized and are available for posting.  We will once again be participating in the Spring Academy play date program with Albany, Thomasville, Valdosta and Moultrie.

At the select level our senior girls were recognized by the Tallahassee Democrat for their achievements and college scholarships signing.  Parents, players and coaches were hosted on February 12 at Beef O’Bradys. Garland Sandel and Bill Modrow were in attendance on behalf of the TUFC Board.

Our select girls programs attended the Gator Showcase in Gainesville February 15th ,16th , 17th  and 18th. I had the opportunity to observe and evaluate the U13, U14, U15, U16 and U18 girls programs.  All teams performed very well with the U16 girls winning the tournament and the U18 girls as runners up.  
The boys select teams U12, U14 and U15 attended the Pensacola tournament with the 14 and 15 winning the Tournament in their brackets.
